J-1 Exchange Teacher Visa Issuance Process 2008

Canadians

Since 1962, the Cordell Hull Foundation (CHF) has been authorized by the US Department of State to sponsor exchange visitor J-1 visa applications for U. S. elementary and secondary schoolteachers.

Step 1

The prospective teacher completes the online Cordell Hull Foundation application.  This application is available on the CHF website:  www.cordellhull.org
Click on J-1 VISA TEACHER EXCHANGE.    Read the page and go to the bottom; click on BLUE DISK

The teacher or school district then sends to pro@cordellhull.org the application as a Word attachment.

 

The teacher candidate then faxes to CHF:  (1) Memo of Understanding, (2) one page of highest university degree or teaching certification, and (3) copy of name page in passport to CHF fax number 646-349-3455.

Step 2

The Cordell Hull Foundation sends the standard Memo of Agreement to the school for signature.  The school remits the sponsorship fee to CHF in advance of preparing the necessary J-1 visa documentation.

Step 3
Following CHF approval of the application, the school or school district must complete a CHF Roster Form and submit it to the Foundation along with a standard donation check.   The roster for one teacher is located at:  www.cordellhull.net   NOTE:  net, not org
Click on J-1 Teacher Roster. 

Fill in the roster completely, print it out, and fax to:  646-349-3455.  Do not leave out any blanks.
Step 4

After receiving the necessary paperwork from the school, district or state department of education, CHF then enters into the online SEVIS system pertinent information about the teacher from the roster form and sends J visa DS-2019 support forms and an instruction cover letter to the school district or to the teacher directly.

The school or school district passes these documents on to the exchange teacher candidate along with an offer of employment.  The teacher SEVIS-901 fee of $100.  The Cordell Hull Foundation prepares a DS-2019 application for J-1 Exchange Visa which the teacher shows to the U.S. Border officer when crossing the U.S./Canadian border, and receives the J-1 stamp in the passport at that point.
